New timing: advice early in the year

At the request of EC and Norway, ICES has operated with new timing

70% of the fisheries advice released before the summer

High work pressure on expert groups and advisory process

But: stakeholders have more time for consultations. 
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ICES has not provided new advice for many stocks

i.e. reiterated the advice from last year

No basis for revision (few data)

Avoid downward spiral (mean catch); response to NWWRAC 2007 remarks

“The big picture”


Stock status largely similar to last year
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Stock status in Celtic Seas and West of Scotland:

	relative to biomass reference points

	similar to last year (to be expected)

Green: above precautionary biomass

Red: below limit biomass

White: undefined. 

Comparison only applies to small number of stocks where analytic assessments are available. 




Nephrops advice: stocks appear stable
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Nephrops stocks in VIa and VII assessed (bi-annual)

Generally stable/increasing (some exceptions)

Landings information has improved

Will treat those last. 
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Age-based assessment: several surveys. BAdapt method: estimates of unaccounted removals from 2000 onwards. 

Model estimates of unaccounted removals since 2000: 3 times the official landings. 

Assessment uncertain: stock trends, but no forecast

High discard rates of age 0 and 1 for some fleets

Recovery plan since 2004. Not precautionary – because no closure until initial recovery

Recent mortality values are poorly estimated. 

Continuation of total mortality at the recent level cause further reduction in the spawning-stock biomass

Substantial misreporting in the past

Buyers and Sellers legislation since 2006 in the UK and Ireland has improved the accuracy of landings reporting. 

TAC 2007: 1462 t, Off. landings 2007: 1090 t. 

TAC 2008: 1199 t. 




Haddock in Vlla
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Survey based assessment. Indicative of trends only

Very uncertain catch data: Misreporting (including species misreporting)

Substantial discarding of young fish

Plaice and sole less closely linked than in other areas

Discard estimates not included: up to 80% in number
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Plaice Iin Vlla: trends
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Increasing SSB, but assessment may overestimate the increase (bias!)

Present stock size is low

catches of whiting [...] should be the lowest possible.”

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Back to the big picture. Summarizing where we are.

Stock status: similar to last year
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Stock status and outlook generally similar to last year. 

Expressed here relative to biomass reference points. 

One third of stocks in 2008 above Bpa


New advice on nephrops and Sharks and Rays
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Nephrops stocks in VIa and VII assessed (bi-annual)

Generally stable/increasing (some exceptions)

Landings information has improved

New approach to advice. 

Need to review the approach. Notably the use of UWTV surveys for advice



Some rays and sharks are reason for concern; ICES recommends no fisheries for those. 

Other ray species appear to be doing well. 
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ICES has changed the advisory process. 

One advisory committee that will deal with all marine advisory issues. 

More input from expert groups (~closer links with stakeholders)
